








THE TROUT observed in the creek at the Marshall Creek Ranch were mainly Brown Trout with a mix of Brook
Trout. Small populations of Rainbow Trout could also be present in the creek. No past stocking records were avail-
able, but trout populations in the creek appear to be self-sustaining. Fish that were observed at the time of the as-
sessment ranged from a few inches in length up to approximately 16 inches. Below you will find depictions of the
trout and species descriptions.
